Part A. Read the text and do the tasks.
It happened on a foggy Saturday morning in New York, July 28th, 1945. It was the kind of morning when the upper floors of the skyscrapers were invisible. The 35,000 office workers who were in the Empire State Building were used to it. When you worked in the world's tallest building, you saw a lot of clouds.
On duty that morning was an attractive 20-year-old lift operator called Betty Oliver. It was a special day for her. She had come up to New York six weeks before, to await the return of her husband from active duty in the Pacific, and had taken the job to fill in the time. Today was her last day and she was looking forward to the reunion over the weekend. She had no idea how special it would be.
She liked the work. Number 6 was one of the express lifts which served the upper floors and she had a chance to talk to the customers.
It was 9.55 a.m. when Betty let one of her regular passengers off at the 79th floor. He stopped for a moment to wish her luck and say how much he would miss her. The doors closed behind him and the lift started down.
It was passing the 76th floor when there was a violent explosion and the floor seemed to drop away beneath her. The ceiling just above her burst into flames. She pulled the emergency handle as hard as she could. There was no response, the brakes weren't working. She had no idea what was happening.
Betty Oliver was a victim of one of the strangest accidents on record. A bomber on a routine flight had got lost in the fog, and had crashed into the 79th floor of the Empire State Building. One of the engines damaged the cables of No. 6 lift. So Betty Oliver began her fall down the lift shaft. There was nothing anyone could do.
Miraculously, unbelievably, Betty Oliver survived. Her back and both legs were broken, but she remained alive. She was taken to hospital and made a remarkable recovery in about eight months. She resumed normal life, and moved to Arkansas where she eventually raised a family and became a grandmother.
